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Gor Soudan is a conceptual artist living and working in Nairobi. His practice is informed by objects created from
processes of exhaustion and excesses: pages of the Kenyan constitution which were distributed widely and freely
during the country’s referendum, carton, plastic and more recently ‘protest wire’, a tangled black mass of wire he
salvaged from car tyres burnt during civil unrest in Nairobi, Kenya. Gor relies on circumstance and incidence to engage
ontological ideas. In his current project, Bubbles and Shells, he examines spheres through an interweaving process to
create hyper-dimensional sculptures and drawings.
